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English Enhancement Grant Program

Strengths:

1. Read-to-Write Program has been implemented in P. 1 to P. 5 smoothly and successfully throughout the past five years. The program will be extended
to P. 6in 2010/11.

2. We have been the sister school with Melbourne Princes Hill Primary School since 2007. Exchange programs between two schools are proceeding
annually since then.

3. We adopted a new English textbook called “Pop Up Now” in P. 4. We will adopt “Pop Up Now” for P. 5 and P. 6 in 2011/12 and 2012/13 respectively.

4. Our school has been developing a very authentic English speaking environment. For years, we have organized “Student English Ambassador Course”

and “Little Announcers Program”. Besides, our school organizes regular English Speaking Days.

Opportunities:

1. Teachers are familiar with the procedures of using the “PM Benchmark Assessment Kit” to conduct reading assessment as we conduct reading
assessment with each student once per term. Teachers acquired relevant teaching techniques for shared-reading. Teachers are also familiar with the
procedures of guided reading lesson.

2. English teachers of the two sister schools can have chances to exchange their views and experience on language teaching.

3. “Pop Up Now” is a series of books designed with a wide range of reading texts and a wide variety of tasks. The content is designed on reading and
writing skills. The reading texts are written with a wide range of lexical and grammatical items. The texts include longer texts such as stories,
newspaper articles, songs, dialogues as well as charts and graphs. More factual or informative texts about international issues are included so that
students can see the language in a more realistic context.

4. Students have more chances to practise the language in an authentic way. Gifted-students can further develop their ability in different public speaking
occasions, such as making English announcements and being the English ambassadors for our school.

Weaknesses:

1. Teaching approaches and lesson designs for guided reading lessons are varies among teachers. Teachers lack of enough guidelines and samplers of

lesson designs for reference.

2. Students’ reading interest is too restricted in text types. They are more interested in reading fictions.

3. Students do not acquire enough reading skills, especially when reading non-fiction or some longer passages.

4. Some students cannot write independently, mainly because of the lack of vocabulary and sentence patterns.

5. Students do not acquire proper skills and manners to give public speech in English. Some students are not capable to use English to communicate with

others on daily-life issues.
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Threats:

1. Teaching and learning effectiveness may vary among classes.

Students’ reading levels and writing skills may not be enhanced very effectively.

2. Students may have difficulty in comprehending informative texts as they do not have enough exposure to them. They may have difficulty to learn
other subjects in English in secondary school.

3. Students do not acquire enough reference and inference skills.
